MISSION:

QUALIFICATIONS/CHARACTERISTICS TO SERVE ON THE WORSHIP COMMITTEE:

· Must be a Believer who is growing in their walk with the Lord.

· Must sense that he/she has a clean heart before the Lord.

· Has a desire and willingness to use gifts or talents to plan (or help plan) the worship services.

· Has a good sense of communication, goal-setting abilities, and a willingness to work toward achieving the goals set.

· Understanding of and a willingness to honor the worship committee’s mission statement.

· Willingness to help coordinate special music and provide assistance/guidance to the Worship Leader or others (i.e. readers, those praying, etc.) involved in the Worship service.

Appointment to the Worship Committee is subject to approval by the Deacon Board based upon the recommendations of the current Worship Committee and the Deacon overseeing the committee.

QUALIFICATIONS/CHARACTERISTICS OF THE WORSHIP LEADER:

· Must be a Believer who is growing in their walk with the Lord.

· Must sense that he/she has a clean heart before the Lord.

· Has a desire and willingness to use his/her gifts or talents for the edification of the Church.

· Has good communication skills and/or has a willingness to develop these skills. (Ability upon discretion of Worship Committee.)

· Willingness to practice leading (rehearse) the worship service for the particular scheduled Sunday.

· An understanding and desire to help fulfill the Worship Committee’s mission statement.

· Will meet with the pastor 15 minutes prior to the Worship Service for a time of prayer.

QUALIFICATIONS/CHARACTERISTICS OF THE PERSON PROVIDING SPECIAL MUSIC:
· Must be a Believer who is growing in their walk with the Lord.

· Must sense that he/she has a clean heart before the Lord.

· Has a desire and willingness to use his/her gifts or talents for the edification of the Church.
· Will comply with the Worship Committee’s standards with regard to the content of material and ability of the performer.
· Willingness to practice ahead of time in an attempt to give God and His Body his/her best!
· Will meet with pastor 15 minutes prior to the Worship Service for a time of prayer.
